We would also like
to thank the Galilee Baptist Church in Montana for giving us the money to purchase our visas.

Plane Tickets: With our visas in hand, we were able to purchase our plane tickets for Ecuador.
We will be leaving on April 5! Lord willing, the next prayer letter you receive from us will be from
Ecuador!

Vehicle Fund: In our last letter we mentioned that we had one large financial need before moving
to Ecuador, the finances to buy a car once we arrive. We were praying for $10,000. By God’s grace
we were given $1,000 by an individual and the Bethel Baptist Church in Georgia gave us a check for
$10,000! God always provides, many times in excess!

A Place To Go: As many of you know, there are no missionaries serving in the particular area of
Ecuador to which God has called our family. However, it has been our desire to spend time with
and learn from missionaries in Ecuador before we begin working on our own. We feel that this
would be beneficial because our family needs a little more time to become fluent in Spanish, and we
want to learn much about Ecuadorian culture before we move to northern Ecuador. It was our
hearts’ desire to have someone meet us at the airport, help find us a place to live for the first year
or so, and to help us in all the changes that come about when moving into another country. This
has actually been our prayer for about three years. Thankfully, God allowed us to come in contact
with a missionary family that was willing to help us with all the items mentioned. It is exciting to
know that when we arrive in Ecuador on April 5, the Davoll family will be there waiting for us!
